Students will develop and use strategies for writing formal, analytical essays from selection of a topic through revision of a completed essay.

B.
Students will develop and use research skills for the completion of a research project using outside sources and/or references effectively and ethically (e.g., documented MLA style).

C.
Students will develop analytical and critical reading skills to be used as a basis for composition.

D.
Students will develop knowledge of the characteristics of three literary genres: short fiction, poetry and drama.

V.
